Hook: Mustad — 9672 size 8—14
Thread: 8/0 Olive

Hackle: Olive Saddle Hackle

Body: Kreinik Fine (#8) Gold Braid

1. Crimp the barb down on the hook
before you place it in the vise.

2. Start your thread just behind the
eye and wrap back to the curve.

3. Secure the hackle feather and the
body braid.

4. Wrap the thread and the body

braid. Secure the braid and re-

MOVe excess.

Wrap the hackle and secure it.

Remove the excess feather and

whip finish.
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Some of the folks are having good luck
drifting the fly under the bridge while oth-
ers drift it into the pool behind the dam at
Bennett. Try it and let us know how it
works.
